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	Page 1 includes a story and some translation work –the stories can be used in a number of ways depending on the age and level of the learners. I usually start by looking at some pictures to ensure they understand the key vocabulary. Then I read the story, acting it out, miming different actions, etc.
After reading the story learners are asked if they can read and translate key words from the story into their first language. Even if no one else shares their language this is a very valuable exercise – it helps to cement the meanings of words. 
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	Page 2 has three sets of questions on it:

· yes/no questions

· "Have you ever…?" Questions

· "Wh…" questions.

As with all Racing to English exercises, putting learners in small groups of two or three to ask each other the questions orally before writing them is a very valuable exercise.
